How parents/carers can help 
 

Each week students should attend the live session where the teacher presents a powerpoint which states the 
learning objectives and the class tasks. Teacher demonstrations may take place and videos watched during the 
session. Each lesson has an appropriate time given to ask questions and then to leave the meeting and continue with 
tasks independently. 

Tasks are set as assignments which can be viewed, and the due date is clearly stated. Some assignments have 
specific rubrics and criteria attached to them which feeds into the awarding of a grades from 1-4. Finished 
completed work should be uploaded through assignments so written feedback can be given. This requires students 
taking a photograph of their work with a mobile device and sending this image to their OneDrive so they can then 
upload to assignments.

How parents/carers can help 

• Encourage your daughter to read through the lesson content and instructions on class notebook prior to the 
lesson so she is familiar with what she will be learning.
