It can be tricky to be positive, particularly if you
have bad memories from school. Be honest but
try not to portray any struggle with maths as a
fixed part of your identity: it's not.

Don't say: "I'm really bad at maths" or "l could
never do maths".

Instead, talk about strategies you use to
overcome difficulties. Emphasise the value of
having-a-go and explain how much we learn from
mistakes.

Do say: "l can see how hard you've worked" and
"Let's see what we can learn together".

Demonstrate the maths you do know, such as
how to compare prices or for DIY.

At BGGS we firmly believe that everyone can do
maths: even parents and carers!
