All items of uniform MUST be clearly marked with the girls’ own name.

SCHOOL SKIRT OR TROUSER
School skirts must be of a suitable length above the knee. Tight fitting, tube skirts are not acceptable. School trou-
sers should be smart, tailored trousers. Jeans, fashion trousers and leggings are not acceptable.

PE TRAINERS

Pupils must wear trainers that are specifically designed for sport. These will provide the correct cushioning, motion
control, tread and mid-foot stabilisation which will offer the best support for the foot and ankle and thus minimise
any sports injuries. Flat fashion pumps and ‘high-tops’ are NOT ACCEPTABLE. These are dangerous, offering little
support or grip and have been the major cause of injury.

SWIMMING COSTUMES
Students must wear a swimming costume that DOES NOT cover the elbows and knees as such ‘longer length’ cos-
tumes can represent a serious safety/drowning hazard.

PE KIT
Jogging bottoms, leggings, fleeces and sweatshirts worn for PE must be plain navy blue or black and must not have
sporting logos on them. All pupils must wear the gold polo shirt for their PE lessons.

BAGS
Bags should be sturdy and large enough to carry an A4 folder.



SCHOOL RULES

Uniform and Presentation

. BGGS school blazer.

. White school shirt. This should be tucked in at all
times. If a vest or undershirt is worn, this must be

white and not visible.

o The senior school tie must be worn with the white

shirt at all times.

. Navy blue skirt must be of a suitable length above
the knee. acceptable. Skirts must be tailored, not
tight tube or mini skirts. School trousers should be
tailored trousers. Fashion trousers, leggings and

jeans are not allowed.

. Plain black leather or leather effect school shoes.

Suede or canvas shoes, pumps and trainer style shoes

are not acceptable. Shoes must not have a heel or

decoration.
. Year coloured lanyard with identification card.
. Students may be asked to tie their hair up in

situations which may be appropriate for health and
safety reasons. Hair should then be neatly tied up
with a plain navy blue or black hair tie. Hair must be

a natural colour.

. Head scarves, if worn, must be plain navy blue or
black. They should be neat and fastened securely. l ‘
. Jewellery is not allowed with the exception of a watch |~ =

and one pair of plain stud earrings in the lobes of the
ears. Other jewellery and/or piercings are not allowed.
If a student has an existing nose piercing, then a small
stud would be deemed acceptable for school, to

prevent the piercing from closing.

. Make up, nail varnish, false nails, false eyelashes
and decorative contact lenses are inappropriate for
school and must therefore not be worn during the
school day.
